FASHION

AIMS

The students identify the most common countries for garment
manufacture on the World Map individually and/or as a group activity.

INSTRUCTIONS

- Askthem to locate the ‘Made in’ label in an item of clothing they are
wearing and to write down the country mentioned

- Askthem to read out their ‘Made in..." countries, and organize into
different country groups

- As agroup, or individually, ask them to find these countries on a
world map and highlight them

- Ask them to work out which countries are most popular for making
their clothes

- Ask them to draw lines on their maps between the country in which
they live and those where their items of clothing were made

- Ask them to write their name and the item of clothing concerned on
the line they have drawn

Option: You could ask the students to cut out their “made in” labels
and stick them on the world map
